E At this stage, you should have both the LH & RH roof anchors assembled in 118"
spec configuration. Begin with the anchor or the RH side, use two people to lift the as-
sembled Right-Hand upper roof anchor into position by lining up with the pre-punched
holes in the bracket with a specific hole & square in the roof beams. Now carefully and
temporarily secure the roof anchor to the roof ribs through the small pilot holes with
small gold self-tapping screws supplied and a cordless drill. Refer to the images below
for correct alignment to specific hole:

G Now it is time fo properly secure the roof anchors to factory roof ribs. Locate

the slim metal brackets (behind cant rail brackets) that have been provided with the
anchors. Note that the TWO circle holes in the anchor will line up with one OEM Circle
hole & one Square hole in the beam. You will need to carefully drill a 9/16 hole in the
beam where the square cut out is on the anchor so you can feed the bracket in. Insert
these into the roof rail positions as per the image below:

| Repeat this process for both Right-Hand and Left-Hand roof anchors wherever there is

the OEM roof rail, and the thread on the brackets and tighten, this will secure or “sand-
wich” the anchor bracket to the roof beams resulting in a very strong anchor. Note, in
